Development, LLC., as the developer/sponsor for the construction of a 15 unit 
condominium at said property. 
 
Authorize the proper City officials to execute any and all documents necessary and 
appropriate to provide a Department of Community Affairs Lead Intervention Grant on 
the property located at 431  Trinity Place in an amount not to exceed $10,000.00. 
 
Authorize the proper City officials to apply, accept and sign all appropriate documents to 
the County of Union for an Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant in an 
amount not to exceed $68,264.10.
